About 80 players 
gathered for a 9:00 am 
shotgun start at The 
Home Course in 
DuPont on Friday, 
September 25th, 
raising approximately 
$10,000 to benefit 
homeowners in need. 

On Saturday, October 24th, Honeywell volunteers completed their 
second annual Fall project with Rebuilding Together Seattle.  In less 
than eight hours, over 30 volunteers repaired a broken shed, 
installed skid strips on a wheel chair ramp, removed foliage in and 
around the house, installed bathroom grab bars, and replaced a 
cracked concrete walkway with a handicap-accessible gravel path.   

Upon returning to her home that afternoon, Jacqueline, the program

In 1983, Jacqueline, a cancer survivor living in Greenwood, was hit by 
a driver who sped through a stop sign, leaving her to care for a home 
with limited wheelchair accessibility.  Thanks to the efforts of 
Honeywell, Jacqueline is now able to use her bathroom, ramp, 
walkway, storage space, and kitchen with ease!
