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1,500 volunteers complete 20 t Annual Spring Rebuilding Day

On Saturday, April 24, Rebuilding Together Seattle celebrated 20 years of service to the Seattle community.
Approximately 1,500 volunteers from 21 sponsoring organizations participated on Spring Rebuilding Day 2010,
restoring 14 homes and 10 non-profit facilities from South Seattle to Everett. Out of the 14 house projects, RTS
assisted six veterans and their families through the support of Searsand the RTS Veterans Program

All projects on April 24 were made possible by the support of
the Spring Rebuilding Day sponsors and donors. Major
sponsor J2 Building Consultants assisted a veteran, Wayne,
and his family in Everett. Major sponsor Greenpoint
Technologies helped Dolores, an elderly homeowner in West
Seattle.

Most notably, the Center for Spiritual Living (CSL)
celebrated its 14t year of sponsorship and volunteerism.
Over 120 CSL volunteers restored the United IndE AT 8 O
Home in Crown Hill, a residence for homeless teens. Other
non-profit sites included the 51 EOA A Daybredk AStiard
Center (Discovery Park), the Ryther Child Cente(Lake City),
the Boys and Girls Clubf King County (Downtown Seattle),
and six homes of Parkview Servicefn North Seattle.
