Winter 2009 - 2010 

On Saturday, April 24th, Rebuilding Together Seattle and its 
supporters will celebrate 20 years of Spring Rebuilding Day, also 
known as National Rebuilding Day. RTS volunteers will join 
64,000 other volunteers from 200 affiliates throughout the 
nation, completing approximately 3,000 projects in one day. 

In 2009, RTS completed 25 projects with the support of over 800 
volunteers.  In April 2010, volunteers will complete roughly 30 
projects with the help of 1,000 volunteers.   

RTS welcomes several new sponsor groups to our event, 
including top sponsors Greenpoint Technologies (Kirkland, 
WA), Howard S. Wright (Seattle), and returning sponsor, 
Perkins Coie, LLP (Seattle).  “Perkins Coie is happy to support 
RTS,” said Perkins Coie representative, John Edwards.
