WHAT IS REBUILDING TOGETHER SEATTLE?  
Rebuilding Together Seattle (RTS) is the local affiliate 
of a national nonprofit organization that provides free 
home repairs for low income homeowners and non-profit 
facilities.  

MISSION
RTS provides donated repair services for homeowners in 
need so they can continue to live independently in warmth 
and safety.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR ASSISTANCE?  
RTS serves low-income homeowners living from Tukwila 
to Everett. RTS also assists non-profit facilities  and 
community centers.  Homeowners must be senior citizens, 
individuals with disabilities, and/or families with young 
children. RTS serves veterans and their families (of past 
and present wars) through its Veterans Program.

WHO CAN VOLUNTEER?  
Anyone 14 and older can be an individual volunteer. 
Volunteers groups come from businesses, schools, 
religious groups, associations, non-profit organizations, etc. 

WHO SUPPORTS RTS?  
Financial support comes from corporate sponsors, 
construction industry professionals, labor organizations, 
foundations, civic organizations, faith-based organizations, 
and individual donors.

Rebuilding DaYS
Join a group of volunteers at one of our rebuilding days 
in the Fall, Spring or Summer, including our annual Spring 
Rebuilding Day (the last Saturday in April).

YEAR-ROUND PROGRAM

Common repairs include: installing grab bars, handrails, 
kitchen appliances, etc.

Join the Youth Board, a service group of high school 
students (ages 14-18).

REBUILDING DAY SPONSOR
